A frost delay will occur when
frost forms on the turf can-
opy (putting surfaces) and
temperatures are near or at
freezing. Turf can sustain
injury simply by walking
across frosted areas. When
this occurs, it can be several
months before the injured
area will recover or begin
repair.  During this time of
year, no course setup will be
completed until the frost has
melted on the turf canopy.
Once the conditions are safe
for the putting surfaces and

As mentioned in previ-
ous newsletters we are also
in fallen leaf season. Fallen
leaf cleanup can be a slow
process. The maintenance
team is working daily to
complete leaf cleanup.
